Leather

L eather and suede

Suede is produced on the 
inside of a hide or skin and 
is enhanced through buffing 
with high speed abrasive 
wheels. Leather is the out-
side of a hide with the hair 
or wool removed. It exhib-
its a smooth appearance.

Suede and leather can be 
made from a number of 
skins including sheepskin, 
shearling, pigskin, cowhide 
and lambskin. The skins 
can be coated with a pig-
ment or dyed directly into 
the skin with aniline dye. 
Smooth soft aniline dyed 
leather is referred to as 
naked skins or cuir savage. 
Nubuck leather is normally 
smooth leather which is 
buffed to produce a light 
nap. Suede and leather can 
be dyed or coated with any 
color including metallic. 
The skin dyes can be ap-
plied uniformly or antiqued

CONSUMER CARE

Wear your suede and leather garment 
with care. Do not attempt stain removal 
yourself. Home stain removal products 
may remove the stain but also the color 
and finish on a suede or leather. Do 
not attempt home ironing to remove 
wrinkles since burnt skin can occur. Do 
not store suede and leather in a soiled or 
stained state. Suede and leather similar 
to wool is susceptible to moth damage 
when stained. Do not store in a plastic 
bag since suede and leather skins must 
breathe. If suede and leather becomes 
wet or damp allow to dry naturally 
in a well vented area. Contact one of 
America’s Best Cleaners for proper care, 
problem solving and storage.

CLEANING

Regular drycleaners do not have the skills 
to process high quality leather and suede. 
Professional suede and leather clean-
ing differs from garment cleaning. The 
cleaner must be skilled enough to restore 
the original color and feel with special 
dyes and oils.
